Tapping the duty status button will show the Change Current Status pop up dialog. While creating event in
Edit Logs screen, you can adjust the duration of the duty status event by tapping the Previous 15 minutes
Time Interval button to increase the time duration and the Next 15 minutes Time Interval button to
decrease the time duration.

Lastly, Yard Moves, has
been established under a mandate which allows driver or personnel to perform duties
like moving trucks around the home yard by establishing a single set of thresholds for all
ELDs in an On Duty, not Driving status without triggering the device by reaching the
thresholds.
